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Sometimes drug addicts who have turned
to Brazil's Farms of Hope for spiritual and
practical help to beat their addiction feel
after a few months that they can endure it
no longer. They go to Frei Hans, the
Franciscan priest who founded
the farms, and say: “I want to
leave, | want to go back.” He
replies: “You are free, you can
go. But before you leave the
farm, go and say goodbye to |
the sisters who have been pray-
ing for you thewholetime.” For every farm
there are contemplative sisters, who pray
day and night for the addicts. They keep
hope alive; they are the anchor of grace and
through their prayer they keep safe these
souls, who have been shaken by the devil
through the compulsion of their addiction.
Nine out of ten of those addicts who go
to say goodbye to the sisters end up stay-
ing on at the farm after this encounter.
For nothing is mightier than prayer.

In Bosnia the Carmelite sisters in
the convent of Stup, near Sargjevo, are
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praying for our benefactors in America.
In Poland the sisters of all the contempla-
tive congregations are praying for ACN.

Carmelite sisters in have been
baking the hosts for eight Church
provinces on the island.

Theirs is a hidden love, an invisible
service. So work becomes prayer, and
prayer in turn sustains the life of the con-
vent. It is the only convent on the island
and, over the course of more than 300
years since its foundation, it has survived
many different regimes and many crises.
But now their host-baking machine is
faling apart. We have promised these
eight sistersanew one. It will cost €55,000
and will provide Cuba with the bread in
which, through the words of the priest, sal-
vation comes to us. It will enable the sis-
ters to continue their joyful prayer.

Just as in Cuba, there are countless
Marthas and Marys al over the world, sis-
ters who work actively and contemplative-
ly — for the most part discreetly — to meet
the needs of the Church. Alas they them-
selves scarcely have the barest necessities.

40 years of the Daughters of the Resurrection

In November 1966 Father Werenfried,
Father Jan Engelen and Mother Hadewych
founded the congregation of the Daughters
of the Resurrection, in Bukavu (Dem. Rep.
Congo). They are young African women
who work and pray in the midst of their own
people. Everywhere people are calling for

them. Years after their foundation, Father
Werenfried wrote that they bear the truth of
the Resurrection “as a mother bears new
life, in order to passit on to the people from
whom she has sprung”. They still do so
today. Now they are returning to live and
work in aplace in Rwanda where, in 1998,
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six of their sisters died a martyr's death.
They need a laundry, a henhouse, a small
barn and cables for the electricity supply.
We have gladly promised them €11,000 to
help them take this giant step, this new
beginning of reconciliation. We are sure you
will be with them as they do so. °

Children are the future of the Church
in India too, where the five dioceses in
the state of Orissa have organised a com-
plete programme for the spiritual renewal
of young people (€3,500). In 2007, the
retreats, prayers and catechism studies
will culminate in a big gathering of the
Catholic youth movement, with 3,000
young people coming from all over the
region.

In Lithuania too, in Bosnia, Haiti,
Kazakhstan and Egypt, the Church is
seeking to translate the momentum of the
World Youth Days into the local parishes.
The seed of the Good News is beginning
to germinate.
